John took up writing his own material and has won many awards – Overall Champion, Bundaberg (three times), Millerran, North Pine (twice). In 2003 John won the Waltzing Matilda Competition at Winton. This prize included a trip, courtesy of Qantas, to the United States to represent Australia at the Annual Cowboy Poetry Competition in Elko, Nevada.
You can see John performing at many of the shows and festivals around the country including: Woodford Folk Festival, Beef Week Casino, Ingham’s Australia Italian Festival, many Caravan and Camping Shows, and many State and Local Government functions. John won Australian Championship Traditional section in Charters Towers 2006. John judged and entertained at Australian Champs, Charters Towers and Oracles of the Bush, Tenterfield 2005. In 2010 John re-entered Competition and in August won Overall and Humorous Awards at Royal National Association Show, Brisbane. John also took out Overall Champion at the North Pine Festival with wins in Traditional, Established and Yarn-Spinning.
