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“Within the next few weeks the caravan travelling
clinic of the Victorian Baby Health Centres’
Association will set out on its first journey to the
Mallee. This travelling clinic has been made possible
by a gift of £600 from the money raised through
the Women’s Centenary Council for the
establishment of permanent memorials to the

Stopping places will be
arranged with the co-operation of the CWA in districts
beyond the radius of the existing health centres and of the
railway, and where the people are not able to supporteven a
part-time nurse.”
